A Covenant is more than an agreement or a contract. In biblical times, the reward for keeping the
Covenant was life. Earthly life is seen in food, protection, and stability. The promise of the covenant
with Abraham, father of a great nation too numerous to count, would be amplified through protection,
food (manna), and law (stability) to the nation, Israel, through Moses.

CCC §62 After the patriarchs, God formed Israel as his people by freeing them from slavery in
Egypt. He established with them the covenant of Mount Sinai and, through Moses, gave them
his law so that they would recognize him and serve him as the one living and true God, the
provident Father and just judge, and so that they would look for the promised Savior (Cf. Dei
Verbum 3).

CCC §64 Through the prophets, God forms his people in the hope of salvation, in the expectation
of a new and everlasting Covenant intended for all, to be written on their hearts (Cf. Is 2:2 4; Jer
31:31 34; Heb 10:16). The prophets proclaim a radical redemption of the People of God,
purification from all their infidelities, a salvation which will include all the nations (Cf. Ez 36; Is
49:5 6; 53:11). Above all, the poor and humble of the Lord will bear this hope. Such holy
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women as Sarah, Rebecca, Rachel, Miriam, Deborah, Hannah, Judith, and Esther kept alive the
hope of Israel’s salvation. The purest figure among them is Mary (Cf. Zeph 2:3; Lk 1:38).

From the 4,000 year old covenant with Abraham, the 3,000 year old covenant through Moses, to the
present, our infinite God of Love and Life binds us to God’s self in stability — belonging to God;
Protection — precious in God’s sight; Food — This is the blood of the new and everlasting Covenant
Matthew 26:28; Hebrews 9:20-22

Keeping or breaking a Covenant is a life-or-death choice. In our sinfulness, we deserve separation from
God. Not by our own merit, but through the love of the Father, the Son of God paid the price for our
transgressions by the Life, Death, Resurrection, and Ascension of Jesus. This is not only our Pascal
Mystery; this is life, eternal life. Through Baptism, we are sons and daughters of the Covenant.
Strengthen by the Spirit at Confirmation; we grow in our relationship with Jesus in Eucharist. Through
Eucharistic Covenant, to borrow the words of St. John the Baptist, He must increase; | must decrease.
(John 3:30)

Discussion questions

The difference between wants and needs
We can teach them that, in addition to needing food, shelter, clothing, love, and protection, they need
the spiritual nourishment that only Jesus, the Bread of Life, can give them.
Discussion: Needs Vs. Wants
things that we need (healthy food, water, home, caretakers, clothes, shoes) and things that are
wants (toys, games, etc.)
Make a list of things we need to be healthy and happy
Remember to include just basic human needs. Include the emotional: feeling safe, friends, self-
image, and the spiritual: peace, love, belonging to God,
Have the students rank them according to importance. This can be done by categories.
Are people satisfied, or do we seem to always want more?
Talk about the difference between a need and a want.
Discuss temporarily being satisfied Vs. what truly satisfies.
