We come to the Liturgy of the Word not just to hear words about Christ but to open ourselves to the
Real Presence of Christ who speaks to us now through the reading of the Scriptures (Sacrosanctum
Concilium, §7). We allow Christ, the Word of God, to encounter us and to transform us by his Word. He
stands at the door knocking. To anyone who hears his voice and opens the door he promises, “‘I will
enter his house and dine with him, and he with me’” (Revelation 3:20). [The Word of God and the

“The two liturgies of the Mass — that of the Word and that of the Eucharist — are intimately related.

It might seem otherwise. The first involves Scripture, the written word. The other is an encounter with
Christ, really present in the consecrated bread and wine in the fullness of body and soul, humanity, and
divinity. And yet the first flows into the second. For, in the Eucharist we also receive the Word — the
Word made flesh. The relationship between the two liturgies, then, takes on a mystical dimension. In
one, we receive the words of God. In the other, we are given the Word of God itself.”
